WHEREAS, the River South Area Coordinated Management Plan has been initiated by 

Bexar County to build on its investment in the Mission Reach of the San Antonio River 

Improvements Project; and  

 

WHEREAS, Bexar County, the City of San Antonio, and the San Antonio River 

Authority are parties to the Plan; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Plan reflects the parties’ commitment to a long-term, coordinated 

management program that goes beyond construction to ensure full utilization of the 

Mission Reach; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Plan incorporates recommended steps to promote on-going operations 

and maintenance in the Mission Reach area and to coordinate land use, infrastructure, 

economic, recreational and cultural development actions and a process and governance 

structure for synergistically implementing those activities; and   

 

WHEREAS, the process and governance structure center upon establishing a coordinated 

agency framework, with the major task being preparation of an agreement among the 

major parties that provides opportunities for adjunct agencies and affiliated parties to 

participate as needed; and  

 

WHEREAS, Bexar County and the City of San Antonio have requested that the San 

Antonio River Authority build on its project management expertise and designated 

operations and maintenance responsibilities by serving to facilitate/coordinate the Plan 

implementation process; and  

 

WHEREAS, Plan deliverables are consistent and/or overlap with maintenance, 

recreation, education, marketing, and other Mission Reach programming which the River 

Authority has identified and committed to through its operations and maintenance 

responsibilities; and   

 

WHEREAS, the Plan’s investments at both the street and River levels and its goals to 

Return, Restore, and Revitalize the River South Area through which the Mission Reach 

flows are consistent with the River Authority’s vision to serve as a leader in watershed 

solutions.

In May of 2000, the voters of San Antonio approved (Proposition 3) a one-eighth cent sales

tax to collect $45 million for the acquisition of lands over the Edwards Aquifer Recharge

Zone for watershed protection and parks, and $20 million for land acquisition, design and

construction of hike and bike trail systems along Salado and Leon Creeks.

In May of 2005, the voters approved the extension of the one-eighth cent sales tax to collect

$90 million for acquiring property over the Edward’s Aquifer Recharge and Contributing

zones (Proposition 1) and $45 million for the purposes of providing funding for land

acquisitions, design and construction of hike and bike trail systems for the Parks development

and expansion along Salado Creek, Leon Creek, the Medina and San Antonio Rivers

(Proposition 2). 

Over 1,100 acres of Creekway properties have been preserved as public park space, over 18

miles of accessible multi-use paths have been constructed and opened to the public for

recreation to date and an additional 25 miles of trails is under design or construction.

On May 6, 2010, the San Antonio City Council passed a resolution designating the Edwards

Aquifer Protection Venue Project and the Parks Development and Expansion Venue Project

and reauthorizing the current one-eighth cent sales tax to be used to finance these Venue

Projects. 

On June 10, 2010, the City Council passed an ordinance ordering a special election to be held

on November 2, 2010. The ballot permits voting for each Venue Project and authorizes the

City to impose a sales tax at the maximum rate not to exceed one-eighth cent for the purpose



of financing both Venue Projects, in an amount not to exceed $90,000,000 for the “Edwards

Aquifer Protection Venue Project” and in an amount not to exceed $45,000,000 for the Linear

Creekways “Parks Development and Expansion Venue Project”. The dates for the election are

as follows:

November 2, 2010 Election

Election Called:               June 10, 2010

Early Voting Begins:       October 18, 2010

Early Voting Ends:          October 29, 2010

Election Day:                   November 2, 2010

The official ballot will read substantially in the form as follows:  The Parks Development

and Expansion Venue Project proposition

PROPOSITION NO. 2

Authorizing the City of San Antonio to establish the “Parks Development and Expansion

Venue Project” which includes the acquisition of open space and linear parks along San

Antonio’s creekways, specifically including Leon Creek, Salado Creek, Apache Creek,

Alazan Creek, Martinez Creek, San Pedro Creek, the Medina River and the San Antonio

River and for improvements and additions to the Municipal Parks and Recreation System, and

to impose a sales and use tax at the rate of one-eighth of one percent (1/8 of 1%) (a portion of

which tax shall be shared with and used for the “Edwards Aquifer Protection Venue Project”

if such venue project is also approved by the voters), in an amount not to exceed $45 million

(including costs of issuance and interest on bonds or other obligations, if any), for the purpose

of financing the  “Parks Development and Expansion Venue Project”  upon the full

collection of sales and use tax authorized by the voters on May 7, 2005 for the Edwards

Aquifer Protection Project as Proposition 1 and for the Parks Development and Expansion

Venue Project as Proposition 2.

 

If approved by the voters, collection of the sales tax will commence immediately after the full

collection of the taxes from the 2005 election has occurred.

Staff recommends that the SARA Board show its support for the 2010 proposition through

Resolution.

collect $20 million for the purposes of providing funding for land acquisitions, design and/or 
construction of hike & bike trail systems along Salado Creek and Leon Creek; and, 

 
WHEREAS, in 2005 the voters approved an extension of the one-eighth cent sales tax 

venue program to collect $45 million for the purposes of providing funding for land acquisitions, 
design and/or construction of hike & bike trail systems along Salado Creek, Leon Creek, the 
Medina River and San Antonio Rivers; and, 
 

WHEREAS, over 1,100 acres of Creekway properties have been preserved as public park 
space, over 18 miles of accessible multi-use paths have been constructed and opened to the 
public for recreation to date and an additional 25 miles of trails is under design or construction; 
and, 

 
WHEREAS, providing walking, running and biking opportunities to San Antonio 

residents and visitors promotes public health through mental and physical fitness; and, 
 
WHEREAS, planning and building a system of connected multi-use paths, bike lanes and 

public transit systems greatly enhances alternative transit opportunities, thereby decreasing 
vehicle miles traveled and reducing traffic congestion; and, 

 
WHEREAS, the public has expressed overwhelming support of the Linear Creekway 

Parks Development program through citizen feedback, media coverage, volunteer support and 
large numbers of San Antonio residents and visitors using the completed trails; and,  

 
WHEREAS, San Antonio’s waterways are unique riparian ecosystems that provide 

habitat to animals, birds, insects and fish and offer opportunities for the people to interact with 
and learn about native flora and fauna, local geology, hydrology and other natural sciences; and,  

 
WHEREAS, local public and private schools have begun using the linear creekway parks 

to provide environmental education to their students; and, 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE RIVER 
AUTHORITY THAT: 
 

The San Antonio River Authority supports the City of San Antonio’s November 
2010 proposition to extend the linear creekway parks development program

and expansion along Salado Creek, Leon Creek, the Medina and San Antonio rivers

(Proposition 2). 

The Edwards Aquifer land acquisition program that existed in 2000 was limited to Bexar

County and acquired more than 6,500 acres as Natural Areas for the City of San Antonio.

Since its reauthorization under Proposition 1, and changes to state legislation, almost 94,000

acres of property have been acquired by deed or through conservation easements to preserve

the water quality in perpetuity within and beyond the Bexar County lines.

On May 6, 2010, the San Antonio City Council passed a resolution designating the Edwards

Aquifer Protection Venue Project and the Parks Development and Expansion Venue Project

and reauthorizing the current one-eighth cent sales tax to be used to finance these Venue

Projects. 

On June 10, 2010, the City Council passed an ordinance ordering a special election to be held

on November 2, 2010. The ballot permits voting for each Venue Project and authorizes the



City to impose a sales tax at the maximum rate not to exceed one-eighth cent for the purpose

of financing both Venue Projects, in an amount not to exceed $90,000,000 for the Edwards

Aquifer Protection Venue Project and in an amount not to exceed $45,000,000 for the Linear

Creekways Parks Development and Expansion Venue Project. The dates for the election are as

follows:

November 2, 2010 Election

Election Called:               June 10, 2010

Early Voting Begins:       October 18, 2010

Early Voting Ends:          October 29, 2010

Election Day:                   November 2, 2010

The official ballot will read substantially in the form as follows:  The Edwards Aquifer

Protection Venue Project proposition

PROPOSITION NO. 1

Authorizing the City of San Antonio to protect water quality in the Edwards Aquifer by

establishing a watershed protection and preservation project known as the “Edwards Aquifer

Protection Venue Project” to acquire and preserve land or interests in land in the Edwards

Aquifer recharge and contributing zones both inside and outside Bexar County, and to impose

a sales and use tax at the rate of one-eighth of one percent (1/8 of 1%), (a portion of which tax

shall be shared with and used for the “Parks Development and Expansion Venue Project” if

such venue project is also approved by the voters), in an amount not to exceed $90 million

(including costs of issuance and interest on bonds or other obligations, if any), for the purpose

of financing the “Edwards Aquifer Protection Venue Project”, upon the full collection of sales

and use tax authorized by the voters on May 7, 2005 for the Edwards Aquifer Protection

Project as Proposition 1 and for the Parks Development and Expansion Venue Project as

Proposition 2.

If approved by the voters, collection of the sales tax will commence immediately after the full

collection of the taxes from the 2005 election has occurred.

Staff recommends that the SARA Board show its support for the 2010 proposition through

Resolution.

WHEREAS, these public lands protect water quality, enhance recharge, and provide 

environmental education opportunities for the community; and, 
 
WHEREAS, SARA supports proper management, conservation, preservation and 

protection of the Edwards Aquifer; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Edwards Aquifer is a unique and complex hydrological system that 

contributes flow to the San Antonio River, and water for irrigation, municipal, and industrial 
supply to the region; and 

 
WHEREAS, diverse economic and social interests are dependent on the Edwards Aquifer

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of SARA supports initiatives of other political 

subdivisions designed to protect the water quality and recharge of the Edwards Aquifer and its
