Watershed Operations

Department Description

The Watershed Operations Department functions through three sections, each with its own focus:
The Dam Maintenance Section, the River Maintenance Section and the new Downtown River/
Urban Section.

The Dam Maintenance Section has operational and maintenance responsibilities for 27
floodwater-detention structures located in Bexar County on the Calaveras, Martinez, and Salado
creeks; 13 structures in Karnes County on the Escondido Creek; and two miles of flood control
channel on Nichols and Escondido Creeks in the City of Kenedy. These structures were
constructed in cooperation with the United States Department of Agriculture, Natural Resources
Conservation Service (NRCS) through the Small Watershed Flood Protection Act - PL83-566.
These earthen flood-water detention structures are highly dependent upon a vigorous, dense
vegetative cover for slope stability and the prevention of erosion damage. Many are located on
private land under easement. A cooperative program with the landowners has been established
for fertilization, weed and brush control and hay harvesting. In Karnes County, a cooperative
funding agreement with the local co-sponsors, Escondido Watershed District and the City of
Kenedy, has resulted in equally shared cost by these two entities.

The River Maintenance Section has operational and maintenance responsibilities on the San
Antonio River including the southern-most reach of the San Antonio Channel Improvement
Project (SACIP) within the city limits of San Antonio and the Eagleland and Phase | sections of
the San Antonio River Improvements Project (SARIP). Maintenance activities consist of best
management practices for vegetation management, flood channel stability, flood water
conveyance and flood debris cleanup. Additional maintenance responsibilities performed on the
lower sections of the SACIP include the Bergs Mill Extension, Six Mile Creek and Asylum and
No Name creeks. Other ongoing functions include operation and maintenance of the San Juan
Diversion Dam and Pump Facilities to provide necessary river water to the Symphony Lane
River Loop and State-permitted irrigation water to the San Juan Acequia. River Maintenance
also includes a program to locate and remove flood debris from selected critical areas along
regional waterways within SARA’s four-county jurisdiction.

The Downtown River/Urban Section has operational and maintenance responsibilities for the
Urban Segment of the Museum Reach of the SARIP. This Riverwalk extension opened to public
use on May 30, 2009. The section’s responsibilities include activities necessary for the operation
of a lock and dam facility which will create access for tourist river barges to the higher water
level (9 ft.) in this recently improved river channel from Lexington to Grayson Streets. Other
amenities include riverside walkways, a Grotto feature, landscape plantings as well as lighting,
benches, water features and an enhanced pedestrian bridge.

Department Goals

Enhance community appreciation for the environmental resources of the San Antonio River
Basin by the removal of potential pollution sources from man-made flood debris within the
floodplain of major tributaries and increase community recreational use of the river by annual
progress in the monitoring and removal of significant logjams.

Deliver a valued public service through the continued implementation of the Dam Management
and Safety Program, provide a quality operational and maintenance program on the Urban
Segment of the Museum Reach on the Downtown River and maintain a high standard of
performance for mandated federally-assisted facility inspections.

2009/10 Programs

Continue with best management practices for the operation and maintenance of the 40
floodwater detention structures in the Calaveras, Martinez, Escondido and Salado Creek
Watershed Projects and the flood channel in the City of Kenedy.

Coordinate with the City of San Antonio’s Storm Water Operations Division regarding
maintenance activities on the SACIP/SARIP as prescribed by US Army Corps of Engineers.
Continue to build on the proven cooperative efforts with easement landowners and the
community to provide a dependable infrastructure for flood damage reduction.

Participate in the NRCS Small Watershed Rehabilitation Program. (This Program provides for a
project cost funding match at a 65/35 (federal/local) ratio to upgrade floodwater detention
structures in the Martinez Creek Watershed and Calaveras Creek Watershed.) Coordinate dam
rehabilitation modifications in cooperation with Bexar County (contributing the local cost fund
share) for the Cooksey Road Dam (Calaveras Site 8) and Chupaderas Creek Dam (Calaveras Site
6) and continue the program to identify and prioritize deficient sites.

Assist in the Suburban Cities Initiative regarding watershed management.

Continue employee training and development efforts in debris cleanup, herbicide application and
natural channel maintenance.

Continue the development of a Dam Management and Safety Program and strategy to meet new
State Dam Safety Regulations.

Continue the San Antonio River Basinwide Flood Debris Assessment and Cleanup Program.
Assist in the development of the Adaptive Management Plan for the Mission Reach Ecosystem
Restoration and Recreation Project of the SARIP.

Park Services Administration

Department Description

The Park Services Administration section of the Park Services Department oversees the
operations and management of Jackson Nature Park and two Goliad Paddling Trail river access
sites, and the planning and development of the Helton River Nature Park, Loop 1604 River Park,
“Branch” River Park, and two Karnes County Paddling Trail river access sites. More generally,
the section offers various forms of technical assistance to other governmental entities regarding
the funding, design, and operation of park projects that enhance and expand public park and
outdoor recreation opportunities throughout the river basin, as described in the San Antonio River
Basin Plan for Nature-Based Park Resources. The section also provides staff support for the
Regional Park Coordinating Council,

Department Objectives

Provide regional leadership to increase public opportunities for outdoor recreation, natural
resource conservation, and environmental education. Administer safe and enjoyable nature-based
parks at San Antonio River Authority operated facilities.

2009/10 Programs

® Pursue region-wide acceptance and use of the San Antonio River Basin Plan for Nature-
Based Park Resources to provide governmental entities a coordinated program better serving
common constituents and promoting conservation of the river basin’s natural resources.

¢ Facilitate the activities of the Regional Park Coordinating Council.

° Manage the planning and development of the San Antonio River Nature Park, including
establishment of a park operations headquarters.

* Provide technical assistance to local units of government providing public parks in the basin.

® Support other River Authority departments as a resource for natural resource planning,
outdoor recreation practices, and environmental stewardship.

Water Resources and Community Development

Department Description

The Water Resources and Community Development Department is responsible for activities in water
planning, water supply, and providing community development assistance in the areas of water and
wastewater utility services, watershed management, park services, and water quality. The department’s
mission is to support water planning efforts, assist in developing diversified water supplies, and
enhancing community development opportunities.

Department Objectives

To advance a sustainable environment through water planning, encouraging diversified water supply
development, and securing surface water rights. To enhance community appreciation for the San Antonio
River and its tributaries through actively promoting recreational and nature-based opportunities and
stream restoration along the San Antonio River and its tributaries. To exemplify environmental
leadership, stewardship and expertise by supporting communities in the district with technical assistance
related to utility services, watershed management, park services, and environmental services. To deliver
valued public services by developing and fostering relationships with agency and local government
officials, community and economic development entities, and interest groups in the region.

2009/10 Goals

e Administer the South Central Texas Regional Water Planning Group (Region L) by coordinating with
Texas Water Development Board, the planning group, and consultants as they develop the region’s
fifty year water plan.

o Administer and participate as a member in the Regional Water Alliance to collaboratively develop
water supplies to meet the region’s future water needs.

e Administer the Regional Water Resource Development Group to purchase and/or lease Edwards
Aquifer groundwater withdrawal rights.

e Update and maintain a water rights library for the San Antonio River Basin and continue to purchase
water rights inside and outside the San Antonio River Basin.
Continue joint efforts to develop the Edwards Aquifer Recharge Initiatives.

e Participate in the Corps of Engineers-Nueces Feasibility Study to analyze potential mitigation
projects.

o Manage, develop, and maintain a network of stream gauges used to collect data on the San Antonio
River and its tributaries.

e Manage the Westside Creeks Restoration Project, Conceptual Design Phase, and participate on the
stream restoration team project.

¢ Maintain regular contact with city, county and economic development officials to foster relationships
and identify community assistance and project development opportunities.

o Coordinate community assistance requests and promote the River Authority’s service areas.

e Support community and economic development efforts.
